Teachers and children were very enthusiastic to see each other and talk a lot about their summer vacations. Many new children joined school and at the same time children who had passed out class-8 came with their applications for their transfer certificate. Three new teachers joined us. On 2nd and 3rd of July transfer certificates were made & children who needed counter sign in their certificates were taken to the concerned department for counter sign. The whole month we were busy with new admissions and distribution of new books. Books and dress were distributed among children who are sponsored. Disabled children were given books. One disabled boy Rambabu was taken to resource centre for his calipers on 2nd and he received it on the 4th of July. On 8th Pawan went to enquire about FCRA registration in Delhi. On 11th July we remember Stefen Bhaiya on his birthday. On 12th of July Pawan fell down from a Bamboo ladder while he was doing some work on the wall. He got small injury on the head and more he was hurt in his back and chest. It took him one month to get back to normal health. On 14th two boys from outreach unit went with one staff to resource centre to give measurement for their artificial limb and they received it on 16th of July. On 24th July there was a seminar for students for the awareness about child rights and the work of children’s club, organized by Prayatn Sansthan. Then we came to know the children’s club run by that institution is to let the children know about their rights. But the aim of our children’s club is to help the elderly people those who are in need. On 25th of July all the children had their monthly test  and their after we had a meeting with parents of children whose performance was weak in the test.

AUGUST -10

On 4th of August children started learning classical music. Vocal & Instrumental music under the guidance of Mr. Saurabh Kumar Jaiswal. He gives two hours in the evening to teach children on Tuesday and Friday. On 13th August Health check up orgainise by Shiva Fractures Clinic, Varanasi. On 15th of August, we celebrated Independence Day with great simplicity. Dr. Dharmendra Kumar ( Opthalmologist) the Chief guest and Mr. Avnish Kumar branch manager UAExchange, Sigra was the guest of honors. Children sang patriotic songs & danced. All the children were given Jalebi and apples. On 16th August, on the way to buy musical instrument.  I also fell down from the Motorcycle and hurt my back. So we could not buy musical instrument that day. On 26th two children were taken to resource centre for their calipers and crutches, they will get it on 6th Sept. On 27th August, Rotarian Mr. Premprakash came along with Mrs. Madhulika Narayan & Mr. Bharat Narayan to visit school. They were the first people who helped us to build our first concrete classroom (Special Section) in June-1999. All school children got packet of (samosa, matthi, biscuite, toffee and laddu) by them. On 31st Aug. some our teachers visited the houses of C. P. children and motivated them to join school. In the month of August also we had some new admissions in the school.
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SEPTEMBER-2010


On 1st Sept. Children and Management were preparing for teachers day celebrations. On 1st Sept. 3 new disabled children got admission in the school. On 3rd Sept. we brought gifts for teachers to give them on teacher’s day. On 4th teacher’s day was celebrated with much enthusiasm. Children performed very colorful items for entertaining teachers and sang songs which touched all the teacher’s hearts. All the staff were given gifts from the children and management. Teachers also gave gifts to Director & Principal. All the teachers were reminded of their duties as teachers. 


In the afternoon all the staff were taken to a small outing to a spiritual place near by. On 6th Sept. outreach children received calipers & crutches. On 7th Sept., we bought musical instrument “Harmonium” for the music class. On the 10th Sept. the scholarship amount of Rs.480/= per year for each child has given to children of  class 7 & 8. This amount was given to them by the Govt. On 12th Pawan went to attend a Seminar cum workshop in Lucknow for ‘5’ days (13 Sept.to17th Sept-10). The theme of the seminar was “Estableshed and Management and Fund Raising of NGO”. On 18th Sept. Sushmita, a child with Rickets went to resource centre for her measurement of calipers. But they didn’t take measurement because of her both leg is more bend. Then we went to Orthopaedice doctor and he advised X-ray, blood checkup and some medicine. And she is coming in the school for physiotherapy one day a week. 4 children came for physiotherapy and further treatment. On 25th Sept. Pawan and I (Sheela) went to Delhi for official work. There we met persons of one organization who help in FCRA registration. They promised us to help in FCRA. From 25th children had their monthly test.
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OCTOBER-2010


 On 2nd October we had speech among staff and children on Mahatma Gandhi and Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri’s Birthday. On 4th Oct. Establish day of Premjyoti Society, we invited all our former students to share their experience with others in and out side Premjyoti. All the children were given warm welcome by Premjyotians. Mrs. Veena Agrawal (District chairman of Inner Wheel Club-312) was the chief guest. We all had tea party together and a good sharing session too. All the former students were given Diary and Pen in remembrance of this day. Sushmita a child affected by Rickets has given equipment to make straight the both leg on 8th October.

 
From 15th to 18th October, children had their Vijayadahami holiday. This festival is celebrated in remembrance of victory over evil. And from 19th they have their regular classes. One of our teacher Mr. Ramjanam Yadav went for B.Ed. (teachers training for few month). And other teacher Mr. Prabhunath Gautam got Government job. So he will leave in April-11 our school. One other lady teacher (Miss Archana) is getting married in November 23rd.-2010. So she will leave PremJyoti end of this month. We appointed two new teacher Mr. Chandan Singh and Mr. Rajnish.

 On 27th Oct. Mr. Beat and two tourist (Mr. Nico Ammann and Mis. Eva Greiner) visited our school and they sponsored one child. On 31st Pawan will go to Delhi to attend a day Seminar and will go to FCRA office too.

 On 5th November India will celebrate the festival of light. We will have holiday 5th Nov. to 7th Nov. On this special Occasion we would like to greet to all of you a Happy and enlightened Diwali.
